Appendix 7 – Verbal Statement to participants (General Format)

Introduction:

Hello, my name is Kathleen and I’m studying linguistics.  Linguistics is how people talk to each other.  For my final project, I’m studying how children talk to each other.  Today, you’re going to do two tasks with your partner.  The first one is a spot-the-difference task and the second one is a partner scavenger hunt.  You’ll have about 10 minutes per task, and if you have any questions during the tasks, you can put your hands up and one of the helpers will come and help you.  Do you have any questions for me?

Information Gap task:

You each have a picture of (person’s) room.  There are (#) of differences between your two pictures.  It is your job to work with your partner to find all the differences.  You can ask any questions you like and say anything you like, but the main rule is no peeking at your partner’s sheet.  You’ll need to work together to find all the answers.
